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Tulips can still be planted.
Make sure they have been
pre-chilled at 50 degrees for
about 6 weeks. If you do
the prechilling yourself re-
move apples from refrigera-
tors so the ethylene gas
does not damage the bulbs.
These Tulips do well in Dal-
las: Menton (pink with
peach accents), Apricot
Beauty, Monsella (double
yellow with red streaks),
Monte Carlo (double yel-
low), Passionale (red/ pur-
ple), World's Favorite (red/
orange with yellow tips),
Maureen (white), Renown
(dark pink), Temple of
Beauty (orange), lle de
France (red) and Kings-
blood (red).

Daffodils can also still be
planted. These naturalize
well. Typically they bloom
earlier than Tulips.

Remove leaves and debris,
including acorns, from beds
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
